Kiteboarder Level 1

Level Competencies

A-1 Carry and set up the lines and kite

Determine the direction of the wind, up and downwind wind (leeward and windward)
Fly a small (stunt kite, inflatable, foil, etc) kite on the wind window edge maintaining it near the ground.
Know how to cut kite power by letting go of the bar in the case of a problem arising. Raise awareness that the
kite leash needs to be worn all the time, before launching the kite and until the kite lands again.

B-1 Be aware of the area where the kite can fall down wind to the pilot.

Recover kite on land.
Position kite on request from the 9 to 3 oclock position on the wind window edge
Assisted kite launch and choosing the correct angle to the wind.
Successful kite flight in the power zone without crashing
Twisting and untwisting lines while the kite is in flight.
Kite recovery and secure it on land.
Assisted kite landing

C-1 Fly a kite hooked to the harness.

Pilot hooked to the harness with one hand.
Harness release or quick release activation, both of which are located on the leader line.

D-1 Perform a downwind course by body dragging and using the power of the kite.

E-1 Relaunch a kite from the water.

Wind the lines in the water and recover the kite.
Perform a deep water self-rescue.
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Land based kite self-launch
Have the ability to define wind direction and identify potential wind Identify potential barriers creating
downdrafts of lift. Have the understanding that practicing with onshore with is dangerous.
